In the Document Viewer, if a User has been granted “Edit Pages” permission, the User has the option either to delete the current page they are viewing, or upload a single
page (e.g., a TIFF or PDF file with a single page) to replace the current page they are viewing.

This will enable Users to rectify incorrectly scanned pages in PaperTrail without having to upload the entire document again.

If the User does not have the “Delete” permission to delete documents in the system, but does have “Edit Pages” permission, they are not permitted to delete a page from a
single page document.

Users can now create Users in bulk using the “Create Multiple Users” button in the Users screen in the Administration tab.
The Users can be imported in a CSV file and created in a single action within PaperTrail.

Command-Line Upload Tool

Users can now upload documents and index data to PaperTrail using a command-line tool for Windows. This command-line (CLI) tool is available to PaperTrail Users upon
request from . There is further documentation on how to use the CLI tool available in Appendix 2 of this document.
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Following Upgrade to New Release

Clear Cookies from Browser Cache following Upgrade

In certain circumstances, a user may experience layout issues or maybe locked out of the PaperTrail system following an upgrade to a new release.
To avoid this problem, the user should delete the cookies in their browser prior to using the new release.
